Congratulations to Jack Benham, the worthy winner of the 2009/2010 Sarum Galoppen.
We see a marked change compared with last year. 51 events were recorded – well up on last year, 79 members recorded a run – well down on last year and 40 members made the final list – also well down on last year.

Over some thirty years the rules for the galoppen have been modified many times. Everytime the powers that be alter the system another tweak has to be made. We have seen changes  from A-D to colour-coded, changes in age groups, senior A and B courses becoming long and short etc..
I have already modified the most recently circulated list of rules in several areas. I now include members whose number of recorded runs is 25% of the total commitments i.e. a multiday event is one commitment – also where two events on the same day attract a good Sarum turnout that day counts as one commitment. Otherwise the list would only consist of members who travel to the Scottish and Bank holiday events at the expense of those who prefer to orienteer locally. With so many more events scheduled now there is often a choice of venues accessible on the same day for Sarum members. ‘The 8 members present’ sometimes goes by the board and I may include a couple of events on the same day with 6 at each.
One of the biggest headaches has been the change of badge/regional events to a colour format which is different to our own recommendations for informal colour-coded courses. I am desperately trying to keep the regional events age-class related as previously but the presentation of results can be varied and confusing. There has been a proliferation of different types of event ,e.g. sprint races. Be reassured that when ‘ad-libbing’ to accommodate these I am scrupulous in considering both age-class and the level of competition.
Over the next couple of months I will endeavour to produce an up to date set of rules –however they say rules were meant to be broken!
