Controller’s Comments
As there was a National Event on Great Ridge in March 2008 one might have expected the map to be fairly up to date and requiring only minor amendments. In reality the runnability had changed significantly in three years, and there had been quite extensive felling and thinning in some areas. The vegetation had therefore to be resurveyed by Sarum members for March 2011, and Ian Peirce aided by Jan Belza made many corrections to update the map. Felling was however still in progress in the weeks preceding the event.

Having the start at the western end does not allow the shorter courses to visit the contoured eastern end, but Ian kept you concentrating with more controls and short legs. Liz Yeadon planned some excellent junior courses and it was pleasing to see such a good entry on the day for these.

Pat Hart managed to organise the weather as well as the Sarum teams of helpers, and the competitors were able to gather in the sunshine at assembly to discuss their days performance.
