Venue:  Longleat, Near Warminster, Wiltshire. 
 
Directions:  Follow the signs to Longleat (A36), then the Orienteering signs from the Cley Hill Roundabout to 
the parking area at   GR: ST 827434.   
 
Terrain: Mixed woodland with numerous point features and areas of intricate contour detail.  
 
Parking and Assembly: The event centre and parking will be on a grassed field.  The location for coaches 
may differ.  Fees: Cars £2.00, Mini Buses £4.00 and coaches £6.00   
                
Map: Newly mapped 2010.  Weather proofed.   Scale 1:10,000, 5m contour.

Also White and Yellow courses for non-competitive runners - entry on the day.   Free string course. 
 Note: In the event of extreme weather conditions we could lose our parking field. If this happened then parking 
would be on tracks to the East of the field and we would not be able to provide White and Yellow courses. 
 
Times: Registration 1000 – 1130hrs. hrs. Starts – 1030 – 1230hrs.  Course close – 1530 hrs. 
         
Entries: All competitive courses above are pre-entry through Club Captains/coordinators when notified.  There 
will be a small number of extra maps printed for each course to enable members of non competing clubs, 
independent runners and beginners to take part.   
             
Fees:  Adults - £9.00. Juniors - £4.00. There is no extra £2.00 charge for non-BOF members. 
 (Sarum Orienteering Club reserves the right to retain all or part of the entry fees should the event be cancelled for 
any reason). 
 
E-Cards:  EMIT.  Available to hire.   Seniors - £1.00. Juniors - free.
